ARRA Rules and Regulations

ÅARRA Requirements

ï50% of non-allocated funds must be obligated within 

120 days

ïRest of non-allocated funds must be obligated within 

1 yr

ïSub-allocated funds (Local Projects, Wichita, KC) 

must be obligated in 1 yr

ïTE & Rail funds must be obligated within 1 yr

ïPT funds must be obligated within 180 days

ïProjects must be completed in 3 years



1. Economic Impact (25% weight)

2. Job Creation or Retention (20% weight)

3. Economically distressed area (15% weight)

4. Projectôs impact (15% weight)

5. Transportation Cost Savings (15% weight)

6. Rail carloads and tonnage (10% weight)

SELECTION CONSIDERATIONS 

FOR STATE PROJECTS

ÅMust meet federal requirements including 

schedule.

ÅMust have important transportation need 

(increasing traffic volumes, bad pavement, etc.)

ÅMust have gone through local consultation.

ÅOther considerations-does this project advance 

additional work and/or build upon previous 

investments

Overland Park is the most 

populous city in Johnson County, 

and ranks in the topȤthird 

nationwide for economic growth.

This $91 million project will help 

remove the regional bottleneck by 

reconstructing the interchange at 

95th Street and USȤ69 and 

enhancing the corridorôs capacity. 

More than 150,000 vehicles are 

projected to use the interchange.
